Hambden Park and Recreation Board met in regular session on February 18, 2025 at 6:00 P.M., in the Hambden Township Meeting Room. Motion by Steve Marks, second by James Petkosek to approve the minutes of the December 17, 2024 meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

Old Business:
Park Financials:  Mrs. Petkosek updated the board on the current financial reports including the 2025 temporary appropriates we received from the fiscal officer.  The 2024 ending balance was approximately $10,000 which is what we anticipated.   The fiscal officer needs information on the projects we are planning for this current year.  Following the 1st year of the 5 year plan, with the funds available we plan on upgrading the trails, replacing the railroad ties along the parking area, bench for the pollinator garden, signage for the pollinator garden and additional mulch for the playground equipment.

Hambden Handmade Market in the Park:  There have been 25 applicants already that want to participate in the Hambden Handmade Market.  On Facebook 600 showing an interest.  
The board discussed the rental fee for the event.  After much discussion it was determined that $300.00 would be a fair price for the event.
Motion by Steve Marks, second by James Petkosek to charge Mrs. Talty $300.00  to use the township park for the Hambden Handmade Market in the Park.  Upon call of vote, all yes.  Motion carried.  

2025 Portable Restroom Quotes – 3 years:  Steve Marks has been able to contact two companies for the port-o-let rental.  He is waiting for them to send their quotes.

New Business:
Chardon Baseball League will be using the ball fields again this year except for field 3.  So far there has been no request for that field so it will have to be maintained by the township this summer.

Grant funds may be available through Geauga Park Foundation and/or Nature Works for major improvement projects. The township will receive $1,500 from the NOACA grant to be used for the township picnic.  Joyce Edelinsky was able to book Jungle Larry for the picnic.  We will do photo booth again.  Jim and Linda Petkosek were asked to check on the gift packs that are given away at the picnic.  

Larry Gaspar suggested that a pickle ball court could be considered as a future project for the park.

With no further business to come before the board, motion by Mr. Petkosek, second by Mr. Gaspar to adjourn the meeting at 6:55 P.M.  The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, March 18, 2025.
